
 

The Two-Day International Multidisciplinary Conference on "Inclusive Futures: Science, Education, Language, and Social 

Justice for Sustainable Development" was successfully organized by the Asian Educational Institute (An Autonomous 

College), Patiala, Punjab, in academic collaboration with the International Council for Education, Research and Training 

(ICERT) Pennsylvania USA and India on February 17–18, 2026. This high-level academic event was held to commemorate 

the UN International Day of Women and Girls in Science, International Mother Language Day, and the World Day of 

Social Justice, reflecting a global commitment to sustainable development goals. 

The conference achieved a significant global footprint, recording a total of 256 registrations. The participant profile was 

truly diverse, featuring scholars and professionals from countries including India, Nigeria, Ghana, South Korea (Indian 

Nationality), and Peja (Kosovo), among others. The presence of participants from Bharat (India) and various international 

regions underscored the event's role as a bridge for cross-cultural academic exchange.
